Sandred was teaching composition at the Royal College of Music in Stockholm for 7
years and he has been a guest lecturer at IRCAM, Conservatoire National Superieur de
Musique in Paris, at the Bartok Seminar in Szombathely in Hungary, at the Sibelius
Academy in Helsinki, at McGill University in Montreal, at Harvard University, at the
Shanghai Conservatory of Music and other places. Recent performances of Sandred’s
music during 2009 include the UltraSchall Festival in Berlin, the Winnipeg New Music
Festival and the Shanghai Electronic Music Week.
